Dead Until Dark by Charlaine Harris 

Love blossoms between Sookie Stackhouse, a cocktail waitress in rural 

Louisiana who keeps to herself because of her ability to read minds, and Bill, 

a tall, dark, and handsome vampire with ties to a creepy crowd that may be 

responsible for the death of one of Sookie's coworkers.

Werewolf Derik Gardner heads to California to destroy the reincarnation of 

the powerful sorceress Morgan Le Fay, only to find himself falling for 

Morgan's modern-day persona, the beautiful and ditzy Dr. Sara Gunn.

The most deadly vampire slayer in the world, Magiere, and her partner, the 

half-elf Leesil, find their retirement interrupted by a trio of lethal vampires, 

armed with the knowledge of Magiere's dark secret, who will stop at nothing 

to keep Magiere from fulfilling her true destiny.

Shapeshifting mechanic Mercy Thompson finds her loyalty sorely tested 

when her former boss and mentor is arrested for murder and left to rot behind 

bars by his own kind, while she is trying to choose between Sam and Adam, 

the two werewolves she loves.

When Kitty Norville, a DJ for a Denver radio station and a secret werewolf, 

accidentally launches a late-night advice show for the supernaturally 

disadvantaged, she becomes the target of a werewolf hunter and several 

homicidal undead.

After being killed in a car accident, fashion savvy Betsy Taylor becomes one 

of the undead and, with the help of her newfound friends, the lure of designer 

shoes, and a sexy vampire, must destroy a dark enemy and fulfill her destiny 

as the prophesied vamp. 

 

 

 



 

Lord of the Rings and other books starring Wee Folk 

 

Dark Tide by Dennis L. McKiernan 

 

 Three of the Wee Folk guarding the border of their country become caught up 

in the deadly battle against the Evil Modru. 

 

 

The Fellowship of the Ring by J.R.R. Tolkien 

Sauron, the Dark Lord, has gathered to him all the Rings of Power -- the 

means by which he intends to rule Middle-earth. All he lacks in his plans for 

dominion is the One Ring -- the ring that rules them all -- which has fallen 

into the hands of the hobbit Bilbo Baggins. 

 

 

The Hobbit by J.R.R. Tolkien 

Bilbo Baggins, a respectable, well-to-do hobbit, lives comfortably in his 

hobbit-hole until the day the wandering wizard Gandalf chooses him to 

share in an adventure from which he may never return. 

 

 

Narn I chin Hurin: the Tale of the Children of Hurin by J.R.R. Tolkien 

 

A fantasy adventure saga set in the early days of Middle-Earth features 

humans and elves, dwarves and dragons, orcs and dark sorcerers clashing in 

an epic battle between good and evil. 

 



The Return of the King by J.R.R. Tolkien 

Aragorn, revealed as the hidden heir of the ancient Kings of the West, joined 

with the Riders of Rohan against the forces of Isengard and took part in the 

desperate victory of the Hornburg. Merry and Pippin, captured by the Orcs, 

escaped into Fangorn Forest and there encountered the Ents. Gandalf 

returned, miraculously, and defeated the evil wizard, Saruman. Meanwhile, 

Sam and Frodo progressed toward Mordor to destroy the Ring. 

 

Rover by Mel Odom 

A librarian at a remote, isolated center of learning is kidnapped and sold into 

slavery in a far-off land, adopted by a thieves' guild, and forced into battle 

with a powerful dragon that could hold the fate of the entire world in his 

claw. 

 

 

Silmarillion by J.R.R. Tolkien 

Tolkien's collection of tales and legends chronicling the world's beginnings 

and the happenings of the First Age focuses on the theft of the Simarils--the 

three jewels crafted by Feanor--by Morgoth, first Dark Lord of Middle-

earth, and has been revised and expanded to encompass forty-eight color 

paintings. 

 

Tales Of Mithgar by Dennis L. McKiernan 

Trapped inside a cozy inn during a blizzard, the Wee Folk citizens of Woody 

Hollow exchange eleven tales of legend and wonder, including the adventures 

of previously introduced characters and their descendants. 

 

 

 

 

 



Trek to Kraggen-cor by Dennis L. McKiernan 

Perry is the descendent of the great Tuckerby Underbank, living in the 

Boskydells. As a rather nerdy scholar, he dreams of battles and adventures -

and his fantasies come true when Lord Kian and two Dwarves show up on his 

doorstep. 

 

The Two Towers by J.R.R. Tolkien 

They have lost the wizard, Gandalf, in a battle in the Mines of Moria. And 

Boromir, seduced by the power of the Ring, tried to seize it by force. While 

Frodo and Sam made their escape, the rest of the company was attacked by 

Orcs. Now they continue the journey alone down the great River Anduin -- 

alone, that is, save for the mysterious creeping figure that follows wherever 

they go.

Black Gryphon by Mercedes Lackey 

A fantastic odyssey into the magical prehistory of the world of Valdemar--

when Valdemar is as yet unformed--follows the perilous quest of the gryphon 

Skandranon Rashkae as he braves the dark spells and evil forces of Ma'ar. 

 

 

Changelings by Anne McCaffrey 

 

When a visiting scientist to the planet of Petaybee discovers the 

shapeshifting talents of the Shongili twins, who are able to transform 

between human and seal bodies, the twins are in danger of being kidnapped 

and must flee their home. 

 

 

 



Demon Awakens by R.A. Salvatore 

In a world ravaged by goblin armies and fearsome giants, an indomitable 

hero, Elbryan Wyden, follows destiny into a harrowing confrontation. 

 

 

 

Dragons of the Dwarven Depths by Margaret Weis 

Continues the adventures of the Companions of the Lance through the 

remote dwarven kingdom, where they search for a long-lost artifact, and 

Flint struggles with his own inner conflict. 

 

 

Mortalis by R.A. Salvatore 

New trouble comes to the enchanted land of Corona when Pony, whose 

gemstone magic saved the world before, goes on a quest that draws the 

interest of both the elves and of Pony's greatest enemy. 

 

 

Once Upon a Winter's Night by Dennis L. McKiernan 

In a retelling of the classic French fairy tale "East of the Sun, West of the 

Moon," Camille, the daughter of a poor crofter, is forced to wed a 

mysterious prince in exchange for wealth for her family. 

 

 

 

 

 



Outstretched Shadow by Mercedes Lackey 

Centuries after defeating a vast army of Demons with the help of their Elven 

allies, dragons, unicorns, trolls, and mages, the Demons once again threaten 

humankind, this time without their former alliance, unless the fugitive 

Kellen, his long-lost mage sister Idalia, an Elven warrior, a talking unicorn, 

and a Demon's child can overcome despair to save the Elven Country.  

 

Sleeping with the Fishes by Maryjanice Davidson 

When strange levels of toxins are found in the local water, Fred, a mermaid, 

is asked to help investigate by a gorgeous marine biologist and her mer-

person ruler. 

 

 

Sword of Shannara by Terry Brooks 

Long ago, the wars of the ancient Evil had ruined the world and forced 

mankind to compete with many other races--gnomes, trolls, dwarfs, and 

elves. But in peaceful Shady Vale, half-elfin Shea Ohmsford knew little of 

such troubles. Then came the giant, forbidding Allanon, possessed of strange 

Druidic powers, to reveal that the supposedly dead Warlock Lord was 

plotting to destroy the world. 

 

This Scepter'd Isle by Mercedes Lackey 

The evil Unseleighe Sidhe attempt to prevent the rise to the throne of a red-

haired child destined to usher in a golden age, while the good Sidhe of 

Elhame Avalon endeavor to ensure that the child will become Queen

Thousand Orcs by R.A. Salvatore 

Continues the adventures of the Dark Elf hero, Drizzt Do'Urden, as an 

invasion of orcs sweeps across the Spine of the World, separating him from 

the friends on whom he has long relied and forcing him to draw on his own 

inner resources. 

 

 

Through Wolf's Eyes by Jane Lindskold 

Firekeeper, a strange, feral young woman raised by a pack of extraordinary 

wolves and possible heir to the throne, is sent back to the world of humans 

to discover her birthright, accompanied by the wolf Blind Seer, and finds 

herself caught in the middle of a complicated web of intrigue and 

conspiracy, as the battle for royal succession heats up.
